One newly-bare patch about 3mx1m near the path in the southern section - no obvious cause.

The July heat and drought encouraged many species to have dead flower stems by August. Much bare ground beneath the dead stems, with many seedlings. 

Some birches and rowans stressed in July, but better in August. A few dead birches.

Most trees 1-2m tall, but a few birches 3m.

Area B  marked by dense red campion, part-harvested by July, no trees.

Area B+T  same sowing but planted with trees.
